Authority of Thailand (EGAT)
EGAT is among organizations nationwide which participated in the national reforestation campaign to celebrate the Fiftieth Anniversary of His Majesty’s Accession to the Throne. Launched since 1994, EGAT’s Reforestation Project covers forest planting in 48,000 hectares of degraded forest areas designated by the Royal Forest Department and additional 3,200 hectares off the targeted areas. A divisional office reporting to EGAT Deputy Governor-Construction was set up to take charge of EGAT Reforestation project. The forest plantation has been followed by four more years of maintenance to ensure that those forest trees are growing stronger.

The rapid growth of industries cause significant increase amount of the process wastes. Without control in the proper way, the process wastes from the consumer goods plants will be harmful to environment as well as public’s health. To be tangible successful and sustainable in the industrial waste management as the government’s expectation, a joint venture company between the government and private sectors was established. The General Environmental Conservation Public Company Limited or GENCO was established for being and important service provider to protect the environment from increase in the industrial wastes. The company provides industrial waste treatment services in order to properly manage industrial wastes which create undesirable impacts on environment and public’s health.

(15 kms from GENCO)
The development of Rayong Municipality Waste to fertilizer and energy project is seen as one of the major milestones toward applying state-of-the-art technology to convert waste into useful and environmentally friendly energy. The plant is designed with the concept to reduce municipality organic waste, minimize the landfill area, and further reduce green house gas effect. This pilot plant is one of its kind in Thailand to demonstrate the combination of technologies for solving and managing municipality waste for the city. The plant takes care of non-organic wastes and selected recycled materials and other rejects to landfill. To reduce cost for operation, the municipal needs to encourage local people to do at source separation and segregation.
